Please take this time to quietly meditate on the following Scripture passage as you prepare your heart to worship the Lord.

In love he predestined us for adoption as sons through Jesus Christ, according to the purpose of his will,

to the praise of his glorious grace, with which he has blessed us in the Beloved. 
Ephesians 1:4b-6 (ESV)
Biblical worship is always a response to God’s gracious revelation of Himself to his people.  Therefore, all our worship services begin with a scriptural “Call To Worship” (that is, the content of the “call” comes from God’s own Word).  In this “call” we are reminded that God always takes the initiative.  He always comes toward His people first, in grace.  Our worship is a reflexive and deliberate response to His gracious call.  We are promised that when we worship Him correctly, He is glorified and the brokenness of our lives is healed.
